AnAct further to amend the Constitution (Schedul ed Castes) Order, 1950 and
the Constitution (Scheduled Tribes) Order, 1950 to modify the list of
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribesin relation to the State of Odisha

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Seventy-fifth Year of the Republic of India as
follows—

1. ThisAct may be called the Constitution (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes) short title.
