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Result of 1st list of provisionally selected applicant under mode 2 of Free Coaching 

Scheme for SC and OBC Students 
  
Free Coaching Scheme is a Central Sector Scheme of the Department of Social Justice and 

Empowerment for enhancement of skill and capability to student belonging to Schedule Caste 

(SC)/ Other Backward Caste (OBC). Eligibility criteria for student having total family income 

from all sources of Rs. 8.00 Lakh or less per annum will be eligible for benefit under the 

scheme. However, SC/OBC candidate belonging to minority community shall not be eligible.  

During the year 2020-21 under mode 2 of the Scheme of Free Coaching for SC and OBC 

Students, applications were called online through the portal of this Ministry in the month of 

Aug 2020 for selection of 2000 slots. A total of 6490 applications were received in the portal 

and initially, 1332 applicants have been provisionally shortlisted based on the recommendation 

of Screening Committee. The list of provisionally selected candidates is attached at Annexure. 

The process for selection of remaining 568 applicants has also been initiated. 

All the provisionally selected students are requested to submit the details of coaching institute 

and upload the confirmation letter of the institute indicating name of the course and its 

fee/duration, date of commencement/conclusion of the course after satisfying himself/herself 

that fee and duration of the course is as per annexures of the revised scheme guidelines of 2020-

21. This information and supporting documents should be uploaded immediately and in any 

case, latest by 31.12.2020. The applicants for physical mode of coaching should explicitly 

indicate whether physical mode of coaching is permitted by the respective State/ UT 

government where the applicant proposes to take coaching. 

If, at any point of time, the applicant is found ineligible as per scheme guidelines, his/her 

candidature will be cancelled immediately without affording any opportunity to the applicant. 

Further, if any student/institution is found to have engaged in any malpractice in contravention 

with provisions of this scheme or otherwise, appropriate action as deemed fit may be taken by 

the competent authority of this department.
